Compound archers should be aware that we have a limited supply of H-frames that will be used with straw
bosses. Allocation to these targets will be on a first come, first served basis. Archers concerned about pass-
through must bring their own backing material

MEDALS:
Open competition - Dependent on entry; all bowstyles will be recognised.

Handicap competition — All archers who declare their indoor handicap on the entry form will be entered
into this competition. Up to 3 medals for best handicap adjusted scores achieved for each round

SPIDER BADGES: These can be claimed by archers attending this competition and must be claimed on the
day. Cost: £3.00 each

PHOTOGRAPHY: This is a public building with a viewing area. Bannockburn Bowmen have no control over
photography in the building or surrounding area. However in line with AGB PCVAP policy, anyone wishing to
